4. Pike River Improvements:
a. Joint Project with the ACOE- T. Beyer stated Agency Technical Review is complete. Next is the Division Headquarters Review, as well as Legal/Administrative Review. T. Beyer stated that the project is on schedule. The haul road is to be removed from the project—DNR would require a separate permit for the haul road. 
b. Phase 7- K. Belan stated GAI issued a response letter back to DNR; still waiting for a response. 
c. Pike River Long-Term Maintenance Plan- T. Beyer stated he received the draft from Ecological Resource Partners. Village Staff is recommending approval. Item will go to the Village Board. $200,000 proposal. T. Beyer stated he will propose that Tim Ehlinger be present at the Board meeting and be available for comment. Motion by G. Feest to recommend approval by the Village Board of the contract with Ecological Research Partners for the Pike River Long-Term Maintenance Plan. G. Feest. Motion seconded by G. Vanhaverbeke. Motion carried 5-0.
5. Impact Fee Expenditures- Staff is currently pursuing an ordinance amendment that could extend the required expenditure period for Village impact fees from 7 to 10 years.
