5. Pike River Improvements:
a. Joint Project with the ACOE- T. Beyer presented email correspondence and stated that the Legal and Division review is on schedule. A public informational meeting will be scheduled for September.
b. Phase 7- T. Beyer stated permitting is ongoing, and GAI responded to WDNR comments. T. Beyer stated for the Braun & Fink properties are that he is pursuing a UP Railroad permit extension for the mainline crossing, $1,000 which has an extension fee. Appraisals due by next Friday and will be presented at the next Storm Water meeting.
6. Prairie Green Drive Drainage- The Village Engineering staff has determined it will be an extensive fix; sump pumps run constantly. Staff expressed 3 options:
a. Collect sump pumps and run up to Hoods Creek. Propose using fail safes due to Hood’s Creek flood elevations, but doesn’t fully prevent failure.
b. Route sump pump collection system to Hoods Creek Tributary. Option is costly and expensive.
c. Finalize plans for subdivision and perform a permanent fix involving future storm sewer infrastructure.
