1. Roll Call
The meeting was called to order at 4:00 by T. Maier 
1. Public comment- none

1. Minutes from the April 17, 2014 and May 22nd meetings were presented to Advisory Board. J. Hewitt motioned to accept both the April 17th and May 22nd meeting minutes as presented. D. Wroblewski 2nd. Motioned passed. B. Eaton abstained as he was absent for both those meetings.

1. Comprehensive Outdoor Recreation Plan:

Representatives from SEWRPC gave a very thorough presentation focusing on the Comprehensive Outdoor Recreation Plan. An addition was made to Chapter 4 of the CORP plan dealing with Root River Watershed Plan to coincide with Racine County’s plan. A detailed map was distributed outlining potential wetland and prairie restoration areas in the Root River watershed within the Village of Mount Pleasant. Discussion than focused on Chapter 5 of the CORP.   Advisory board went thru each Village park and assessed the recommendations made by SEWRPC. These were just initial discussions and T. Maier suggested that each member of the Advisory Board tour all of our parks and develop a wish list. A working meeting was also suggested prior to our next meeting with SEWRPC. Future park sites were also discussed and proximity within the Village they may develop. Some of these parks are going to be community parks; others are neighborhood parks depending on size and service area within the Village. Map V-3 was distributed showing recommended park and open space plans for 2035 for the Village. Trustee Havn suggested to the Advisory Board that an initial grading plan be done for the Biex-Ramcke Homestead Park soon as Phases 8 & 9 of the Pike River are in the development stage very soon. T. Maier asked that B. Sasse begin working on a park plan for that property that at least identifies a grading plan that the Advisory Board can adopt at its next meeting. Impact fees could be utilizes for this cost as well. Tentative plan for the adoption of CORP plan is set for a January 2015 final adoption but to hold a September/ October Public meeting prior to formal adoption. J. Pulda’s recreation needs also need to be taken into account for this plan as well. T. Maier once again urged each member to have a wish list of items for the next Advisory meeting.

1. Recommendation to use impact fees to partially fund Pike River Pathway and Pike River access drive as bid in 2014 paving program.

B. Sasse presented to the Advisory Board his proposal to use Park Impact fees in the sum of $50,000 of the $160,000 approximate balance to help fund construction of the Pike River Pathway. $20,000 for Pathway and $30,000 for access road. J. Hewitt motioned to spend $50,000 of park impact fees to be utilized in the construction of the Pike River Pathway and access drive. D. Wroblewski seconded. Motion carried.

1. Sub-Committee report.

IT committee stated that the Parks section within the new village website is near completion. Overall the site is still in construction mode but is making progress. We will be able to make changes to the parks page as needed, which in the past was hard to accomplish. Each park will have its own link as well. Park improvement committee met and reported that staining the shelter at Stuart McBride, adding gravel to paths at Turek, Drozd and Dirske Parks were a priority for 2014. Replacement of worn trash receptacles and benches was also an improvement that was discussed. RFP’s are currently out for these projects. Smolenski Park Paths sub-committee is still a work in progress. Property line has been identified. Buckthorn need to be addressed, however B. Eaton believes developing a path from the Village Campus to intersect with paths already in Smolenski Park is very doable. J. Pulda reported that his sport recreation participation was around 500-600 this year, donations were up as well.
