Call to Order- Storm Water Drainage Commission meeting called to order at 3:30 pm by President S.           Havn
1. Public Comment- None
2. Adoption of the September 25th, 2014 meeting minutes- W. Riley motioned to adopt the September 25th,, 2014 minutes. L. Short seconded the motion. Motion carried 4-0 with J. Mandala abstaining due to not being at the September 25th, 2014 meeting.

3. Spring Green Subdivision Ditching Project- T. Beyer reported that they should start next week with a project timeline of two to three weeks.

4. Pike River Improvements:
a. Joint Project with the ACOE – Phases 8 & 9 – T. Beyer reported that the ACOE project manager and his staff will be flying in tomorrow to meet with him around 9:00am and then give them a brief tour of the site while they are here.
b. Phase 7-9 Permitting Update- Nothing new to report.
c. Phase 7- Nothing new to report.
d. Pike River Maintenance Plan- T. Beyer stated that the goal is to set up meetings on October 28th & 29th to allow the consultants for the plan to do interviews of the various stakeholders on the list.  On November 6th there would be an additional stakeholder meeting with the Storm Water Commission from 7-9pm at Village Hall for the citizens to attend as an informational session.

5. Commissioners & Staff Reports- 
T. Beyer reported that the farm leases in Phases 7, 8 & 9 should be terminated due to the construction starting next year.  The farmers should be notified that their lease will not be renewed so that they know now and to avoid them starting any prep work for next year’s planting season.

T. Beyer also reported that he is looking to pursue scheduling a prescribed burn for Phase 4 in April.  He added that this was planted six to seven years ago and is ready for a prescribed burn.  He will begin to get quotes from companies that do this type of work.  He added that the Sturtevant Public Works is interested in burning on Rainey Road, so we might be able to do this in conjunction with them.

G. Feest asked if anyone has been watching the new stormwater retention area at the new Racine Dental?  T. Beyer stated that yes, they had to expand to meet the requirements, S. Houte is going out today to look at them.

G. Feest also asked if there was any update on the Stuart McBride pond issue.  T. Beyer stated there was nothing new and has been well documented on our end.

G. Feest also mentioned that on Highway 20 at the Pike River near Dairy Queen, he noticed the channel has some woody brush starting to form.  T. Beyer stated that we will hire someone to go in and cut the willows down.

J. Mandala asked if there was anything more on the John Gorton property.  S. Havn stated that he was out there last week.  T. Beyer met the contractor out there who was pushing dirt around.  The contractor wound up laying out fabric for about 20’ and stone to keep the water off of the curb.  This is a big improvement over what was there.  He added that Todd Stillman will be re-routing one of the sump pumps into the field versus into the road.

6. J. Mandala motioned, G. Feest seconded at 3:55 pm to convene into closed session per WI §19.85(1)(e) deliberating or negotiating the purchasing of public properties, the investing of public funds , or conducting other specified public business, whenever competitive or bargaining reasons require a closed session specifically:  negotiating the purchase of property for the Pike River Improvements Project.   Motion carried 5-0.
