Call to Order- Storm Water Drainage Commission meeting called to order at 3:30 p.m. by President S.           Havn
1. Public Comment- Resident, Janet Sabol stated with each rain, there’s flooding along the property line of her residence (6328 Washington Ave.) and San Fran Grill. She stated the standing water and flooding has contributed to the rotting fence posts and desired the history of the recommendations and conditions for the storm water drainage of that particular location. T. Beyer stated there’s a large storm sewer that runs through the property area, but unaware of the history. T. Beyer recommended to the resident that he and other Engineering Staff meet at the location, identify the inlets into the storm sewer and access any adjustments, such as minor grading that can be done.
2. Adoption of the October 7th, 2014 meeting minutes- W. Riley motioned to adopt the October 23rd,, 2014 minutes. L. Short seconded the motion. Motion carried 4-0.
3. Spring Green Subdivision Ditching Project- The project is 90% complete. The driveway cuts still need to be repaved.
4. Land & Lakes Regional Pond Maintenance Agreement- T. Beyer reported that Land & Lakes had reviewed the Regional Pond Maintenance Agreement and accepted the draft. The Storm Water Drainage Commission agreed to have the Village attorney review the agreement. G. Feest motioned to accept the agreement as drafted, contingent upon the Village attorney reviewing the agreement. W. Riley seconded the motion. Motion carried 4-0.
5. Pike River Improvements
a. Joint Project with the ACOE—Phases 7, 8 & 9- T. Beyer discussed staking the project limits, as requested by Borzynski Farms. A quote from Jeff Seitz (GAI) for the amount of $2,000 has been obtained for staking Phases 7 & 8 with metal fence posts.
b. Phases 7-9— The pending land acquisition was discussed. 
c. Pike River Maintenance Plan- The open house took place & stake holders’ interviews were held.
